Strong written and oral communication skills, basic human anatomy, ability to think critically, professional behavior, strong interpersonal skills, and have the physical ability to lift and move are all required.   

Course Description
An introduction to Emergency Medical Services includes the roles and responsibilities of the EMT, basic procedures, lifting and moving patients, airway management skills, physical assessment, special operations, and an introduction to life saving procedures for the pre-hospitalized patient or accident victim.

           10. Team Approach to Health Care
Attitude
This is a college level program. Upon completion it is assumed that the student wishes to enter the job market as a professional health care provider. Therefore, while in this class, the student is asked to please approach it as a profession.  As in life, a good attitude is often the single most important component in attaining success in the EMT program. Attitude, attendance, class participation, and performance have a profound positive impact on the student’s final grade.  Students who exhibit a poor or unprofessional attitude will be counseled accordingly.  
Dress Code
Students are required to dress professionally while in the EMT course and follow the school dress code for all classes.  Students that do not follow the required dress code will be given one verbal warning and after that will be sent to the office for disciplinary action.  Because of safety reasons students will be required to wear modest clothing (including lab T-shirt), close toed shoes, no large jewelry during lab days.  If students are not dressed appropriately for labs, they will not be allowed to participate and must make up the missed lab at another time.
Attendance
On-time attendance is required for this course.  If the student is not here, he/she cannot learn all the information that is needed to be successful.  Please be respectful of your classmates and the instructors, show up before class starts.   History shows that in order to pass this course, the student MUST attend each class and be on time. There is always a close relationship between regular attendance and the student’s understanding of course content.  Regular attendance can make the difference between a student achieving a desired grade and passing the course.  
Grading Procedure

Measurement of the cognitive objectives will include traditional quizzes, tests, and exams in a multiple choice, fill in the blank, short answer and/or essay format, primarily in the classroom setting.  The psychomotor objectives will be measured through standardized skill sheet check-off forms and role-playing scenarios in the laboratory and/or clinical settings.  A lab rubric will be used to assess students during lab times by lab instructors and recorded as a grade.

Quizzes
There will be regular quizzes every 2-3 chapters throughout the course and will be announced ahead of time.
Course Assessments
Tests will be given for every Unit and will be announced in advance. However, the nature of the profession that the student hopes to enter demands that he/she always be prepared.  Tests may be comprised of any or all of the following: Multiple choice, fill in the blank, true/false, matching, or essay.  Tests will reference texts, assignments, and lecture material.  
Labs
Assessments will be accomplished through standardized skill rubrics which will be included in students’ lab books. The methods will involve extensive role-playing assessment-based management scenarios that will simulate real life scenarios.  All students will participate as “EMT” and “patients” alike.  Dress Appropriately. Students will be participating in daily skills practice. Students must be able to lay on the floor, be picked up on a spine board, and move around freely.  Students may be asked to go outside to exercise or stretch and students should be dressed appropriately for all activities. Hair should be pulled back and tied so that it does not fall into your face or onto your patients.  

Course Final
The final exam will be cumulative in nature and may cover any information.  There will be 200 Questions and it will be used as the end of course exam (EOC) for the EMT class that is given by the state.  

Lab Final 

This will be a scenario-based exam that will include patient assessment, treatment, and skills based on the National Registry skills rubric.

Assignment Submission Procedure
Students will submit assignments using One Note, Email and hard copies. Link to Common Curriculum: EMT Common Curriculum 
AI Usage

The usage and any generative AI material is prohibited from use on any student assessments or homework submissions. 
Late Work Procedure
For every class day an assignment is late, the students will receive a 10% grade reduction, to the maximum of 50%.  Late assignments will not be accepted beyond the completion of the unit related to the assignment. Makeup assignments need to be arranged with the instructor during office hours.  Trying to make up work during class time is a distraction for other students.

“Re-Do” Procedures
Students can retake quizzes if they make the arrangements with the instructor before the end of the Unit.  Quizzes are assigned every 2-3 chapters.  Unit assessments grades are final and cannot be redone.

Makeup Policy
Students absent from any test must schedule a makeup with the instructor.  The test must be taken within a week of the original test date during the instructors’ office hours unless other arrangements are made. If the makeup is not completed as indicated, the student will receive a grade of zero (0%) for that exam.
Clinical Opportunity
During the EMT course students may have opportunities to sign up for ambulance ride alongs.  Because ambulance clinicals are 12 hours shifts will be completed during the weekend and students are required to provide their own transportation to and from the agency site.  For a student to be eligible for these clinicals he/she must meet the following:

1. No missing assignments.
2. Overall course grade of at least 80%.
3. Signed off by instructor that they have me the skill requirements for the clinical. 
The dress code is required by the agency at which the student rides.  Students will need to wear EMT school issued polo shirt, black slacks or EMS pants, close toed dark colored shoes that are NOT tennis shoes.
Discipline Policy

Students are required to follow all classroom and school policies. While rare, students

who do not comply or who act in a disruptive or inappropriate way will be dealt with

immediately in the following manner:

• Strike One = Warning – asking student to stop behavior.

• Strike Two = Conference – student will be held after class to discuss the problem and

to work on a solution. In addition, parents will be notified.

• Strike Three = Discipline referral – student will be sent to administration and will

face possible removal from EMT class.

• Severe Misbehavior = immediate discipline referral.
Academic Dishonesty 
Cheating in any form or manner is unacceptable. Every incident of cheating will be investigated by the teacher/designee and an administrator. The offending student will redo an assignment or assessment similar to the one on which they cheated. This assignment must be completed outside of instructional time. If the student is unwilling or unable to complete the assignment or assessment outside of instructional time the student will receive a zero on the assignment or assessment. The offending student will be assigned disciplinary consequences deemed appropriate by the administrator. Concurrent credit students are expected to adhere to the rules and regulations as set forth in the universities’ Student Code of Conduct.
Students with Disabilities

Any student with a documented disability may be eligible for related accommodations.

OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION

During lab practice, it will be necessary to do body assessments on each other.  If during practice the individual’s assessment makes you feel uncomfortable have them stop and discreetly tell them what they were doing was not acceptable to you.  If the practice is not changed inform the instructor.
*IMPPORTANT INFORMATION FOR NREMT ELIGIBILITY: 

Because this course also allows students the opportunity to take the National EMT certification test, there are additional requirements to meet the State of Idaho EMS and National Registry of Emergency Medical Technicians NREMT that differ from the high school course requirements.  The course Program Director will review the course completion requirements listed below for each student.  Once successful NREMT course completion has been met, the student will then be eligible to register for NREMT testing.  This certification is outside of the high school criteria and eligibility for “course completion” includes:
1. Maintaining an overall class grade of 80% or higher.
2. Passing all lab skills rubrics with a grade of 80% or higher.

3. Achieving a 70% or higher on the Final EOC. 

4. Printed completion of all required certification listed by the State of Idaho EMS agency.

(If changes are made by the State of Idaho EMS or National Registry at any time, written information will be given to students and parents accordingly).
